Pe 23.02.2026 a inceput activitatea de tip LTT (Learning/Teaching/Training) din cadrul
proiectului Erasmus+ European Green Schools Council (nr. 2025-1-RO01-KA220-SCH-
000355528). Aceasta mobilitate a fost organizatd de Scoala Gimnaziala ,,Vicho Grancharov” din
Gorna Oreahovitsa (Bulgaria) si a reunit cate patru profesori din fiecare scoala partenera: Bulgaria,
Italia, Portugalia, Romania si Spania.

On 23.02.2026, the LTT (Learning/Training/Teaching) activity within the Erasmus+ European
Green Schools Council project (2025-1-RO01-KA220-SCH-000355528) began.
